— Joyce Carol Oates1 Introduction South African
townships were created during apartheid with both spatial and social engineering goals, to contain people of colour to peripheral urban areas with
limited infrastructure. Twenty-seven years post the dismantling of apartheid, women living in townships continue to live under suffocating
conditions of poverty, unemployment, gender-based violence and socio-culturally informed values and roles2,3. This article aims to explore, in
the vein of standpoint feminism, the non-essentialised, specific, lived experiences of “Coloured” women from a township, that displays at its core
transactional oppressions and everyday resistance4. It will allow us to understand the components of the daily struggle and the inherent
occupations of resistance to these unmasked experiences of oppression. It is witnessed herein, as 'standing up' a connotatively rich term coined
from a co- researcher quote. The focus is on “Coloured” women'’s life experiences, that attempt to explain their engagement in activities. The
“Coloured” race label is an apartheid construction, created to describe people of mixed racial background. This remains a contested word,
alongside the understanding that race is a social construct, the word is therefore placed within inverted commas, to disrupt the relaxed everyday
usage and as a literary style marker to denote a term that is not used lightly but with discomfort. The story unfolds in a small South African
township of Mariannridge, KwaZulu- Natal, wherein “Coloured” women live under constrained circumstances. Their lives are far removed from the
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
